Significance of the programme

Creating an awareness program on single-use plastic is driven by several rational

considerations aimed at addressing environmental, economic, and health concerns.

Single-use plastics are a major contributor to environmental pollution. They often end

up in oceans, rivers, and other natural habitats, harming wildlife and marine life. Single-

use plastics take hundreds of years to decompose, leading to long-term environmental

degradation. Plastics are made from non-renewable resources like petroleum. Reducing

single-use plastics can help conserve these resources. There are a number of reasons why

planning a cleaning campaign is really important. Infections and illnesses are less

common in clean surroundings. Sanitation and waste management procedures that are

followed correctly stop the spread of infections, making communities healthier.

Environmental sustainability is promoted by cleanliness. By keeping garbage and litter

out of the way, we can preserve animals, streams, and natural habitats while

maintaining a healthy environment. These kinds of programmes encourage cooperation

and a sense of community. They increase social cohesiveness and a sense of shared

responsibility for keeping the environment clean by uniting people around a common

goal. Public awareness of the value of preserving a clean environment is raised via

cleanliness drives. 
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
