Odd semester, 2021 

During this period, the first semester ones are given greater priority as they are 

new in the college and are unaccustomed to the environment of the life in a college. 

Confronted with a whole new set up they are usually found confused and tensed. 

Under the circumstances the new batch in the college requires greater support and 

guidance from all concerned particularly from the teachers. As such, we as mentors 

try to make them comfortable through formal /informal conversations both inside and 

outside the classrooms. The mentees are provided with study materials in addition to 

the ones they receive otherwise. On the other hand, at the beginning of the semester, 

the third semester and fifth semester students are given more academic activities. The 

results of the previous semester are analyzed and depending upon the performances  

the mentees are given words of advice to overcome any challenge they might come 

across. The slow learners are given extra classes and group discussions are also held. 

 

Even Semester, 2022 

The mentor-mentee system aims at the progress and development of the 

mentees. The mentees are given assignments and tutorials on a number of topics 

related to their syllabi and even on matters outside of it.

SUMMARY OF THE MENTORING SESSIONS

Odd Semester (2021) 

During the odd semester (2021), mentorship was undertaken through a process of meetings 

with mentees from time to time. The students were made to open up and share their anxieties 

and difficulties pertaining to their course curriculum without inhibitions. On receiving their 

feedback, they were counseled on matters not only related to academic progress but also on 

personal growth. In the subsequent meetings, their progress of study was assessed and 

different assignments were given to the slow learners as well as the advanced learners. Most 

of the mentees came up with queries related to the topics discussed in the class along with 

issues such as what books they should follow, how to frame an answer, how to overcome 

communication barriers among others. The mentees of the 1
st
 semester, being new to the 

subject, were explained how they should chart out a strategy of studying the major papers and 

given guidance on framing answers and incorporating critical assessments instead of 

generalizing and summarizing facts.  

Even Semester (2022) 

During the even semester, too, mentoring sessions were undertaken through a process of 

meetings with mentees from time to time. The students were made to clarify their doubts 

related to the course. The difficult topics were explained to the mentees. Group discussions 

were held for the slow and advanced learners to remove their hesitations and improve their 

communication skills. Assignments pertaining to the course were also allotted among the 

mentees. Following the submission of assignments by mentees, the same were examined and 

the corrections and modifications required were explained to the mentees. Special attention 

was given to the slow learners who had problems with reading and writing skills by giving 

them practice-based tasks related to those skills. Since the slow learners had the habit of not 

reading the texts, they were allotted different chapters from dramas and novels to read, 

comprehend and make notes and explain the same during the mentoring sessions.
