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*» Background/ Significance of the day:

The idea of International Literary day was first mentioned at the
world conference of ministers of Education on the eradiction of illiteracy.
The conference was held in Iran in 1965. The conference was as a fertile
ground for the germination of an idea of a special day dedicated to promote
literacy on a global scale.

Later , UNESCO officially declared September 8 as International
Literacy Day. The day was announced during 14"™ UNESCO general
Conference in 1966. A year later, the world celebrated ita first international
literacy day on September 8, 1966.

As per data shared by UNESCO around 775 milion people around
the world are deprived of basic literacy skill. The data says that one in five
aduits remain illiterate. The data also reflects vast gender gap between male
and females. International Literacy Day serves as an opportunity for
international organizations and government to work for promoting literacy.
