Highlighting the importance of cyber security in
contemporary times, he explained the ways of protecting oneself against hacking,
phishing, online banking frauds etc. Demonstrating the possibilities of hacking with
several examples the resource person discussed the necessity of enticing victims to
share sensitive information via an email pretending to be from a trusted voice, social
engineering, creating strong passwords, and multi-factor authentication uses. A
feedback session with students and teachers followed the talk. The program moderated
by Dr Saheen Shehnaz Begum, assistant Professor, Dept. of Chemistry was attended by
the faculty members, non-teaching staff and students of the college.

Demonstrating with sever-
al examples of how social me-
diaaccounts, emails, websites,
etc., might get hacked, the re-
source person stressed the
need of maintaining confiden-
tiality, creating strong pass-
words, use of multi-factor au-
thentication, ete, The talk was
followed by an engrossing
feedback session with the stu-
dents and teachers.
