Significance of the Day: 

UNESCO first adopted 21 March as World Poetry Day during its 30th General Conference in Paris in 1999,

with the aim of supporting linguistic diversity through poetic expression and increasing the opportunity for

endangered languages to be heard.

About the program/Details of the Program: 

On March 21st, World Poetry Day was celebrated by the Assamese and English Departments at the historic

Gargaon College. Professor Dr. Paban Kumar Gogoi, Head, Political Science, inaugurated a self-composed

poetry reading program to commemorate and embrace Poetry Day. He expressed that the celebration of

Poetry Day serves as a source of hope for aspiring poets, anticipating that such initiatives would enhance

the realm of poetry.

Mr. Rajiv Gogoi, the Head, English Department, elucidated the significance of observing World Poetry Day

and underscored the necessity for such events. The competition in the Assamese category was won by

Mandeep Gogoi, with Arpub Shaikia securing second place, and Gargi Barua and Prastuti Phukan sharing the

third position. In English category, Deepanbita Barpatragohain claimed the first spot, while Parikshit Konwar

and Sukanya Duwara jointly secured second place. Arpub Saikia was awarded third place. The judging panel

comprised Professor Pranab Dowarah from the Assamese Department and Professor Dr. Jitu Saikia from

English Department.
